1st Morrell’s, Crowshott Onyx Rhythm JW. Masculine head with a gentle expression, correct bone, well shaped feet, balanced outline, good topline and tailset. Moved out with a good length of stride. BVIS.
2nd Harper’s, Medodaine Innocent Hero. Good head, clean neck, level topline, enough stifle, did not move out as well as 1.

 

Minor Puppy: (11,2)

1st Woods, Amirene Midsummer Mystery. I was very taken with puppy who looked just right for his age. Balanced head with a soft expression, dark eye, good pigment, correct bone and well angulated forequarters.  Short coupled, good width of stifle, hocks well let down. Moved freely and accurately with a good length of stride, well handled. Everything a minor puppy should be! BPIS.

2nd Walker & Roberts, Gloi Keltic Sunset. Good head and expression, straight forelegs with good feet, shoulders well laid back, short coupled, strong hindquarters, steady mover.

3rd Wild’s, Kerrien Scrum Half of Bluewaters naf taf.

1st Joy’s, Zampanzar Say it Again Shardanell (Imp) naf taf. Appealed for his clean balanced outline. Masculine head with a kind expression, correct bone. Clean neck flowing into well laid back shoulders with equal length of upper arm. Good length of rib, short coupled, level topline, well muscled hindquarters, steady mover.

2nd Swatton’s, Rumwood Rufus Rules Suntide. Liked his head and expression, good length of neck into well angulated forequarters. Good topline, well bent stifles. Felt he was a little heavy today which made him roll on the move, looking very mature for his age.

1st Tower’s, Alibren Royal Jester. Masculine head with a kind expression, excellent forehand construction, short in loin and well angulated hindquarters. Hocks well let down and straight, moved out well with a good length of stride, another who looks right for his age.

2nd Tuck’s,  Tamsbrook Toe Tapper. A very well developed dog. Masculine head, kind expression, good neck into well set shoulders, good topline and tailset. Extremely well muscled hind quarters with good second thigh, although he moved accurately could not match the drive of 1.

Balanced head, dark eye with a soft expression, straight forelegs with correct bone, good reach of neck into well laid back shoulders. Short coupled and correct hind angulation, straight when viewed from behind standing and on the move, sound steady mover RCC.

2nd Wicklow’s Gillbryan Any Drean Will Do JW. Appealing head and expression, good pigment, good length of neck into well set shoulders, level topline and good tailset, well muscled hindquarters.

3rd Howard and Sharpe’s Torsinki Lord of the Dance at Glenavon.

 

Post Graduate: (11,1)

1st  Morss’s , Xanthos Espionage JW. Superb head with the softest intelligent expression. Correct bone and well shaped feet, shoulders well laid back with corresponding upper arm. Level topline, short coupled, well muscled hindquarters, moved ok but would have liked more drive.

2nd Loach’s, Putjade Pajazzo. Balanced clean outline, good clean reach of neck into well laid back shoulders, well sprung ribs, strong level topline, strong hindquarters, moved well. Preferred head and expression of 1.

3rd Fleet’s, Eastbury With Attiitude.

 

Minor Limit: (7,1)

1st Loach & Loverock’s,  Putjade Pick Pocket JW.  Quality dog shown in superb condition. Masculine head, strong clean neck into well angulated shoulders, straight forelegs with correct bone, good feet. Short coupled, level topline, well bent stifles and powerful hindquarters. He was so exuberant on the move that it made his movement a little erratic at times.

2nd Broe’s, Choriand Chapter and Verse. Lovely head and the softest expression, correct bone and feet, good forequarters, level topline. Liked him on the move but preferred the overall balance and condition of 1.
