There were several in the higher classes I did well for as youngsters and feel they have all fulfilled their early potential, their day will no doubt come.   
SPECIAL VETERAN (4)

All exhibits in this class were a credit to their owners and belie their 10+ years.

1) Butterworths Sh Ch Applebrook Lily Of The Field &
2) Hartgills Ebbledown Moonflower Mist Very little separated these ladies with similar attributes, both moved well and still retain their level toplines on the move, good length of neck into straight fronts with good bone, carrying just the right amount of weight.  Whilst 2 was in slightly better coat felt that 1 just had the edge on layback of shoulder.   
3) Smallcombes Robscraig Cameo Girl

VETERAN (5,4abs)

1) Kimberleys Friendborn Chaos In Gold Such a happy showgirl with a constant waggy tail, so attentive to her owner and eager to please.  Feminine head with most appealing dark eyes, straight front, adequate front angulation, level topline, short coupled, good bend of stifle and well muscled quarters.  Must not carry anymore weight. 
MINOR PUPPY (26, 7)

As always, a pleasure to start the day with so many promising babies. 

1) Tregaskis Swinging On A Star At Steval & what a little star she is, the balanced outline of this 6mth baby caught my eye right from the start.  Loved her well proportioned head and expression, good front and rear angulation, straight front, neat feet, well ribbed, short coupled.  Moved truly and at one with her handler.  Pleasing to see her still showing with enthusiasm and constant wagging tail in the challenge at the end of the day.  BPIS.   
2) Fosters Honeybury O’Hara  On first impressions this baby looked a little short in neck, but she carries a dense coat under which is length of neck flowing into good front angles, level topline, good bend of stifle and muscled quarters, Moved well    
3) Ashton & Naylors Willowlawn Pussycat Doll At Frankby

PUPPY (23, 6)

1) Haxtons Dantassie Dancing Diva Feminine chiselled head with dark pigment, good reach of neck flowing into correct forehand construction, good depth and spring of ribs, level topline and tailset, short coupled with good width of quarters.  Moved accurately and with drive.
2) Mannings Kendaamber Evita At Gatchells Pleasing head, dark eye, good length of neck into well laid shoulders, straight front, neat feet, good depth of rib, level topline and good width of quarters.  Moved well, just preferred the flow of 1 on the move.
3) Brodies Chadzo Dream A Little Dream

JUNIOR (22, 6)

An excellent class and a headache to short list as, without exception, all had good forehand construction, good muscle tone and moved well and were worthy of being placed.  I was really splitting hairs on my final placings. 

1) Browns Shinehill Water Music Of Ipcress Not long out of puppy this girl has a larger frame but with nothing overdone.  Balanced head, dark eye, straight, well angulated front with good bone and neat feet, strong level topline and tailset, good length and depth of rib into good width of quarters.  Moved out with ease & I understand gained her JW today, well done.

2) Beers Tasheeen Jasmin  Feminine head with dark eye and soft expression, straight front with correct length of layback and upper arm, level topline, good depth of chest and rear quarters.  Moved and presented well.
3) Leybournes Rich Chic

YEARLING (23, 7)

1) Kirbys Catcombe Cameo By Ambergold Presents a clean outline with plenty of substance whilst still remaining feminine.  Balanced head with dark eye and pigment, strong reach of neck into straight, well angulated front, good spring of rib, level topline and tailset, strong loin into good width of quarters.  Moved well.  
2) Head & Tappendens Lornabbel Whoops A Daisy Very similar mould to 1 and same remarks apply, good depth of chest and upper arm 1 just having the better layback of shoulder, well ribbed, short coupled with level topline.  Moved and presented well in gleaming golden coat.
3) Kellys Zenevieva Destinys Dream

MAIDEN (20, 5)

1) Drurys Bencoe Angelina Lauro  Pretty, balanced head with dark eye and pigment, reachy neck into level topline and tailset which she held on the move, would like a little more upper arm to complete the overall balance, good spring and length of rib, short coupled with good width of quarters.  Moved and handled well.
2) Tomlinsons Carolake Keem ‘Em Charmed Feminine head with dark eye and intelligent expression.  Although better in front assembly than 1 not as good in topline and tailset, straight front with good bone, good length and depth of chest, short coupled into well bent stifles.

2) Wards Flesselles Francesca Feminine, chiselled head with well set ears, good length of neck flowing into level topline and tailset, straight front with good bone, deep well sprung ribs.  Well presented happy showgirl with constant wagging tail. 
3) Harris Gaytonwood Wren At Finchingford

GRADUATE (13, 5)

Majority of this class were carrying too much weight.

1) Morss Xanthos Debbie Does Dallas Balanced head with dark eye, excellent reach of neck flowing into level topline, straight front with good angulation, well ribbed, short coupled with good turn of stifle. Very attentive to handler and well presented on a loose lead with constant wagging tail. Moved well.
2) Fishers Palizolla Polar Bear  Feminine head, dark eye with good earset, good reach of neck into level topline, well ribbed deep chest, good length of upper arm but felt 1 just had the edge on layback, short coupled with good width of quarters.  Moved well 
3) Ellis Tenfield Maori Venture

POST GRADUATE (20, 8)

1) Woodcocks Stanroph Style With A Smile  Stood out in this class for her balance and symmetry, so typical of this kennel.  Straight, well angulated front, neat feet, good spring and depth of rib, short coupled with strong topline and good width of quarters which she used to move effortlessly around the ring. 
2) Grieves Applebrook Arabella Larger framed b shown in pretty wavy coat.  Good angulation front and rear, well ribbed, short coupled with level topline and tailset.  Moved well, just a little proud of her tail on the move. 
3) Chalkleys Pondcroft Imogen

MINOR LIMIT (8)

1) Browns Gracewood Irresistible At Ipcress Gave this lady a strong Yearling class when I last judged and still have the same high opinion of her.  Prettiest of heads, good flow of neck into correct front angulation, good depth of chest, well sprung ribs, level topline and tailset, short coupled, good width of quarters. Moved accurately with drive and at almost 4yrs feel she is now coming into her prime.  Pleased to award her the CC and hope there are more to follow. BIS 
2) Golders Gatchells Priceless By Summeramba Gave this lady BPB at her first ch sh and have watched her go from strength to strength.  Balanced head, good neck into well angulated front with corresponding rear, short coupled, level topline.  Moved out with drive and well presented in full wavy coat.  
3) Ashtons Willowlawn Folies Bergere A trio of excellent bitches. 
LIMIT (19, 9)

1) Haxtons Shinehill Winter Solstice Another I have given a class to and said then she was lacking the maturity for top awards, but certainly not now.  Feminine chiselled head, good earset, excellent reach of neck flowing into straight, well angulated front with neat feet, good depth of chest, level topline, strong in loin and width of quarters. Moved well and accurately.  RES CC
2) Porters Shearstone Double Delight Very similar to 1, balanced head, good angulation fore and aft, straight front with good bone, well ribbed, short coupled with strong quarters that she used to move effortlessly around the ring.  Well presented in dark golden coat with a constant wagging tail.
3) Brodies Rosscora Keeper Of Secrets For Leysand

OPEN (12, 2)

1) Godefroy & Campions Sh Ch Ramchaine Green Glow By Fenwood  A stunning bitch from any angle, another that my opinion has not changed on since judging as a Yearling.  Larger framed lady with super clean outline, balanced head, good earset, reachy neck into correct front assembly, good forechest and straight front, strong level topline and short coupled loin into good width of quarters.  Moved out with drive, but in the challenge was not as accurate from behind as the 2 previous class winners.  

2) Hennessys Ritzilyn Polly Esther Feminine head, good reach of neck flowing into well angulated front with corresponding rear quarters, good depth of chest and length of rib, level topline and tailset. Moved and presented well in good coat.
