March 2003

A wonderful entry of 313 bitches which was a pleasure and honour to judge. Almost all without exception were beautifully prepared for the show ring. BIS was Buckingham’s Sh Ch Lindjan Xylonite, RBIS and BOSIS Woodcock’s Stanroph Stop And Glance and BPIS Catterail’s Golmas Giddy Lizzie. L Xylonite a worthy Champion beautifully made and masculine and very typical. Stop And Glance and Giddie Lizzie two very feminine examples who covered the ground with their easy movement.

BITCHES: 
SV (6) The girls had to be 9 years or over to enter this class. All five present very dear girls and difficult to choose between these golden oldies who showed their socks off. 1 Tuck’s Tamsbrook True Memory. Delightful balanced cream on good feet and legs. Sweet feminine expression, good rib,s stifles, level topline, reachy neck. Well presented. Hard to believe she is 10 years old; 2 Pounds-Longhurst Mossbum McIsla. An old favourite of mine. Mid golden 11 years with feminine expression, good bone, topline, well sprung ribs and still strong over the loin; 3 Pratt’s Rosyth Anastasia.

MP (29) I found numerous pups with incorrect dentition! My three puppies who headed this class, quite outstanding and could easily change places another day. 1 Catterall’s Golmas Giddy Lizzie. Nothing giddy about her here she was on her best behaviour. Quality cream feminine all through without exaggeration. Happy confident disposition. Sweet feminine head with dark points. Reachy neck into well laid shoulders, level topline. Text book front and cat like feet (rare today) good bone. Correct stifles and let down hocks. Level topline. Moved well. Just right for her 6 mths. Still moving well at the end of a long day to go BPIS. Beautifully presented. Well done; 2 Woodcock’s Stanroph She’s Got The Looks. Gorgeous golden, top quality, pushed 1 hard preferred head of 1. Well made throughout and a pleasure to go over. Good ribs, topline, quarters, bone straight front. Moved with drive. Well presented and handled; 3 Crang’s Linoaks Shooting Spirit.

P (37) Wished I had more red cards, quality class. 1 Wicklow’s Gillbryan Angel Of The Night. Mid golden, pleasing balanced outline with her well set on reachy neck, well laid shoulders, dead level topline, good rear, well developed quarters. Good bone but not coarse. Lovely cheeky expression and dark pigment. Moved easily. Giving her handler a hard time; 2 Mell’s Gunhills Dancing Mandolin Of Meloak. Cream beauty, feminine head, well laid shoulders, excellent quarters, straight front, substance, good ribs. In full coat. Moved well. Slightly longer than 1. One for the top; 3 Williamson’s Xanthos Galadriel.

J (23) 1 G High Society At L. Cream well made girl with substance and in good coat. Good front assembly, well set on neck, good quarters, second thigh. Moved well; 2 Ward’s Ronjalee Red Ribbon For Flesselles. Mid golden just coming into gleaming new coat. Softest of expressions, straight front, good bone, dead level topline, good ribs, quarters, so sound and moved well. In hard condition, just needing her tummy feather. Beautifully presented; 3 Catterall’s Golmas Gretl.

SY (19) 1 Ennis-Whelan’s Ramchian Fubellite. Eye catching cream with substance. Excels in rear quarters, topline, well sprung ribs, straight front. Gorgeous kindly expression. Moved v well. Shown freely; 2 Ward’s RonjaleeRed Ribbon For Flesselles; 3 Foster’s Golmas Grainne.

M (31) 1 G Angel Of The Night; 2 G High Society At L; 3 Russell and Ross’s Rosselle Roulette.
N (34) Repeat of Maiden placings.

UG (17) 1 G High Society At L; 2 R Red Ribbon For F; 3 Mason’s Nosam Mystique In Blue. 

G (21) 1 May’s Ritzilyn Jitterbug Of Cherrygold. JW. Cream. Glamorous well made girl in profuse coat. Dead level topline, delightful head and expression. Straightest of fronts, good feet, deep through the heart, good ribs and excellent broad quarters she used well. Well presented; 2 Clarke’s Ousevale Queen Bee. JW. Neatly made throughout. Straight front, well set on neck. Well turned stifles. Levelest of toplines. Feminine all through; 3 Ennis-Whellan’s Ramchaine Rubellite.

PG (27) A lovely class but some girls were v heavy and had lost their waistline. 1 Crang’s Ericatherine Phoebie. Have watched her mature from puppy hood. Sound cream girl with substance. Good bone and feet, excellent quarters. Straight front, well ribbed and strong over the loin. Just coming back into coat, carrying correct weight. Covered the ground easily; 2 Ennis-Whelan’s Eastonwood High Falutin Of Ramchaine. Balanced pale golden in good coat. V feminine head with dark pigmentation. Level topline over well sprung ribs. Excellent quarters. Good substance and legs; 3 Watchorn’s Straland Starlet.

ML (16) Very close decision between 1 and 2. Both v similar both beautifully presented and handled. Two gleaming gotdens in new coats, looking a picture. 1 Hagger’s Fairield Firedreamer. Level topline, well placed shoulders, in good coat. Well bent stifle, enough bone. Well ribbed. Moved well. Just preferred stifle of 1; 2 Butterworth’s Applebrook Lily Of the Field. Just coming to her best, similar remarks to Firedreamer. Excels in topline, sweetest of heads with gentle expression. Good front assembly, short coupled. Moved well; 3 Hink’s Styal Sabathila.

L (20) A great class. 1 CC RBIS and BOS Woodcock’s Stanroph Stop And Glance. My notes say ‘just my cup of tea’. A picture of perfect balance and size from her reachy neck, deep through the heart, good length of upper arm, well laid shoulders, well sprung ribs, excellent rear well developed quarters, good second thigh, neat rear pasterns. Carrying correct amount of weight. In full cream coat. Well up on her pasterns, good bone and feet. Sweetest of heads and trusting expression. Moved v well; 2 Gowland’s Remington Remember Me. Another quality pate golden good in alt essentials. A bigger girl with excellent topline and quarters, well ribbed. On good legs, in profuse coat, well handled and well presented. Moved well; 3 Kipp’s Wheatcroft White Diamond. Excellent but just needing her coat. 

0 Three worthy Champions of differing types headed this class. I Hennessy’s Sh Ch Peartbarn Periwinkle For Ritzilyn. Res CC. Mid golden in full coat looking a picture as always from this kennel. Dead level topline, broad quarters which she used to advantage covering ground easily. V sweet head and expression. Good bone, straight front, good length of upper arm and well placed shoulders. Loved her; 2 Manning’s Sh Ch Gatchells Ruby Tuesday. JW. Cream. Just coming back into coat. Reachy neck, excellent front, pretty head, good ribs, short coupled. Quality all through. Moved well; 3 Ennis-Whelan’s Sh Ch Remington Requisite Of Ramchaine.

SO (6) Congratulations to all entrants for gaining your KC SGWC. 1 Clarke’s Ch Ousevale Lady Eleanor. JW. Mid golden feminine all through. Well set on neck into level topline, clean over well laid shoulders. Broad rear quarters. Kind dark eyes, well sprung ribs. Moved well, well presented; 2 Pounds-Longhurst Mossburn Mulady. Another mid golden more compact than 1. Straight front, well placed shoulders and set on of neck, good feet. V sweet expression. Short coupled; 3 Gaylers Stanroph Endelwood Natasha. JW.
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
