MPD (9,1) 1 Rose’s Xanthos Zinq with Gaytonwood, lovely baby with straight front, excellent front angulation and good forechest, neck well set on, level topline, short coupled and strong hindquarters with good bend of stifles, moved well. 2 Wainwright’s Glenlomond Hurricane. 3 Taylor’s Nosbodin Neptume by Tannadice. 
PD (12,1) 1 Hennessy’s Pearlbarn Pele with Ritzilyn, well grown happy young boy that really enjoyed his day out and moved happily around the ring. Sp OD (3,1) 1 Carter’s Canaleigh Hot Gospel, eyecatching young dog that really appealed to me, shown freestanding with happy wagging tail. PGB (18,5) My best class of the day with so many lovely bitches shown in excellent condition. 1 Atha’s Torsinki Shall We Dance JW, real show lady that caught my eye as soon as she entered the ring, full of quality, did not put a foot wrong when shown free standing with happy wagging tail, excellent reach of neck and short coupled, excellent construction all through, well angulated in both ends, moved well, BB & BIS. 2 Maynard’s Chinnordale Mistress Molly JW, quality bitch and shown in perfect coat and condition, slightly longer cast than my winner, but so well balanced, excellent front with good forechest and well angulated, excellent body well sprung ribs, strong hindquarters with good bend of stifles, moved happily around the ring.
