I was very pleased with my line up of both sexes, my BD and RBD are excellent examples of our breed and I was particularly impressed with the final line up of the bitches all of which were of excellent quality and a credit to their owners.

V.D. 4(1a) A real pleasure to go over the oldies, something you do not often get the chance to do when judging at general open shows.  These three gentlemen were a credit to our breed. 

1/ Linfield’s TONARA GUY FAWKES, the most gentle of heads, age seems to make goldens even more appealing in their latter years.  Good pigment and such a well made dog, very deep through the chest and excellent lay back of shoulders with well angulated back end, good tail set, short on the hocks and a very attractive deep golden coat, now 10 years old he was obviously enjoying his day out.

2/ Bowden’s RIKITA OBERON Nice broad masculine head with soft expression, dark eye, good front and well-sprung ribcage.  Short on the hocks, no exaggerations, well balanced.  

3/Simms Millgreen Chafforn of Catcombe

MPD.14 (1a).  Three promising puppies. 

1/Hennessy’s RITZILYN MALE ORDER Blonde coated boy very mature body for his age. Nice head coming on this young dog with dark eye and good pigment.  Deep forechest with good layback of shoulder. Well angulated hindquarters,  short coupled.  Good tail set moved out well with drive. BDP. 

2/ Skinner’s AMBERGOLD CHANCERICK AT MOCHATEL Such a lovely head on this boy with a soft melting expression, dark eye and good pigment.  Good forechest with well laid shoulders, short coupled, well bent stifles, short straight hocks moved out well.  Lacking in coat and body today but should mature into a very nice dog.

3/ Ward’s LAURENLEY SHOW BOAT

PD.6 (1a) 1/Barker’s TASHEEN BOBBY DAZZLER AT IVYCREST Nice head and expression, well laid shoulders and good reach of neck, plenty of upper arm. Short coupled. Short on hocks with nice tight feet moved out with drive 

2/Thurgood’s PECOLSTONE PERFECT LORD Nice head, with good pigment and soft expression, good layback of shoulders and well angulated stifles, longer coupled than my winner but still balanced.  Moved out well on straight short hocks. Nice type. 

3/ Gray’s RAMCHAINE MARANELLO TO VILLEAS

JD.9 (2a) 1/ Hennessey’s RITZILYN PASADENA. Quality dog  really stunning outline, so mature for his age, Gentle head with a dark eye.  Excellent forechest and length of neck, straight front, excels in shoulder placement and upper arm.   Well angulated back end, profuse gleaming coat.  Correct tail set.  Moved out with real drive.  Makers a very glamorous picture. Very close decision for BD. RBD & RBIS 

2/ Hattey’s CHARMAGEN TAYLOR MADE FOR HARTELIANA Nice gentle head and expression. Well laid shoulders and nicely balanced back end, short hocks, good well knuckled feet, moved out with drive, at one with handler 

3/ Lade’s GILLBRYAN CRIME DON’T PAY AT HUNTERDEAN

YD.8 (3a) 1/ Wild and Wilkinson’s GUNHILLS GAMEMASTER My star of the day, most typical golden head masculine and yet so gentle. Excellent pigment and dark eye. Good straight front with excellent upper arm and layback of shoulder.  Short coupled and strong quarters with good second thigh.  Short straight hocks. Looks a picture on the move with his good head carriage and powerful movement, thought he was outstanding, fits the breed standard so well. Worthy of top honours. Well deserved BD & BIS.

2/ G. CRIME DON’T PAY AT H. Nice head with kind eye and expression, good shoulders, well-angulated back end, needs to body up, rather unsettled on the move. 

3/Toms’ TINUVIEL LORINDOL

MD.6 (1a) 1/ G.CRIME DON’T PAY AT H.


2/ Crosby’s AMBERSCADE AV SOME OF THAT. Nicely made dog. Attractive head, dark eye and good pigment. Straight front, nice clean flow to the neck, good shoulder placement and spring of rib, good rear angulation. Correct bone, short hocks and correct tail set.  Rather unsettled, needs more confidence but overall a nicely made dog.

3/ Thurgood’s PECOLSTONE PRINCE OF PEACE

UGD 7(2a). 1/ Linfield’s TONARA CHICKAMAUGA. Masculine head, dark eye and gentle expression, good deep forechest well laid shoulders, good spring of rib, short coupled, good stifles and correct tail set. 

2/ Myer’s LARSEONA LORD OF THE MANOR Dark eye, gentle intelligent expression, straight front, rather lacking  in neck and upper arm, well sprung rib, short coupled, nicely angulated back end, short hocks, good tail set, moved well. 

3/ Taylor’s LANGSETT THE BUCCANEER BY TANNADICE
GD.7 (3a) 1/ Horne’s RAMCHAINE EIDOLON Two very different types, my winner being top of standard for size, very happy showman with glamorous pale cream coat. Very attractive head with dark eye and lovely melting expression, good shoulder placement and flow to neck. Well off for bone, straight front, well angulated stifle joint  moved out well with drive.

2/ Wilkes’ SIAGAR STORMCATCHER OF SOLIDAGO Another lovely head masculine but very gentle, dark eye and good pigment, smaller dog, straight front, would have preferred a bit more front angulation. Nice feet, short coupled, well angulated back end, short hocks and good tail set, moved with drive3/ L.LORD OF THE MANOR

PGD 7(1a) 1/Lade and Wicklow’s GILLBRYAN CRIME OF A CENTURY Balanced well chiselled head, very deep through chest with straight front, good shoulders, excellent shoulder angulation, well ribbed, bit on the heavy side, short coupled, very angulated back end, short hocks, good tail set, profuse coat. 

2/Stevens’ SANDALGEM LORD OF THE RINGS nice head with intelligent expression, dark eye, medium gold coat, straight front although a bit wide, good front and rear angulation, short coupled moved out well.

3/Harding’s EVENINGHILL MURPHY’S LAW.

OD 12 (3a) 1/Gargan’s SIAGAR SPELLCATCHER Very close decision between two very different dogs – would probably 

swap places on another day, but today this boy was full of life, giving it his all, enjoying his day,  tail didn’t stop wagging. Nice head, very broad muzzle and deep stop, dark eye, deep chested, straight front and well laid shoulders, good spring of rib, very short coupled, well angulated rear quarters, good tail set carried level on the move.  Really moved out with drive, which gave him the class.  

2/ Wild’s ERINDERRY JUST THE TICKET FROM BLUEWATERS a very attractive dog with a nice head and gentle expression, good stop, dark eye and  pigment . Straight front and deep through the brisket good depth of rib, good shoulder angulation, very attractive light gold coat in good condition. Very well balanced, short hocks strong hind quarters and second thigh.  Moved out with drive, excellent rear action and tail carriage. 

3/ Tuck’s TAMSBROOK TUSCANY 

Sp.Op. 5 (2a) 1/ S. SPELLCATCHER 

2/ Beer’s SANDICLIFFE SHOWMAN AT TASHEEN nice dog with kind head and gentle expression nicely made, no exaggerations, in good hard condition moved out well 

3/ Pounds-Longhurst's MOSSBURN COLONEL MUSTARD

Sp. Vet.B. 10 (3a) 1/ Tracey’s MOSSBURN MUFFIN AT DENICOL  Sh.Cm. Lovely bitch  9 years old, most typical 

head and expression very feminine. Just right for bone, good layback of shoulders, well ribbed, good upper arm, short coupled, straight hocks used to advantage on the move, good level topline kept on the move, a really true specimen. BVIS. 

2/ Smallcombe’s ROBSCRAIG SAFFRON Lovely bitch 11 years old, soft feminine head, good angles fore and aft short coupled just right for bone. Very balanced, good tail set nice short hocks enjoying her day out sympathetically handled 

3/ Pounds-Longhurst’s MOSSBURN MULADY

MPB.24.(7a) Very close decision between these two lovely babies

1/ Zubair’s THORNYWAIT MISS BEHAVING. Beautiful blonde very eye catching, excellent pigment,  straight front and  very well off for bone, good shoulder placement and upper arm with good spring of rib, short coupled with good bend of stifle, short on hocks. Moved so well for a youngster  Close decision for BBP.  

2/ Beer’s TASHEEN BLUE VELVET a lovely feminine bitch very elegant, mid-gold coat, dark eye and blackest of pigment, deep chested, carrying just right amount of weight. Short coupled and good stifle and second thigh, really tight cat like feet, moved out with drive with excellent tail carriage.

3/ Bowen’s GRACEWOOD IMOGEN AT RIKITA

PB 13(6a) 1/ Gregory’s BERNEWODE GOODNIGHT GIRL, took my eye, in full bloom, beautiful cream wavy coat, stunning looking bitch of real quality, feminine elegant shape with lovely head, good pigment and dark eye.  Very good bone, good head carriage and length of neck with shoulders well laid back, good length of upper arm, straight front and deep through the chest, well ribbed, short in the loin with well angulated hindquarters, straight short hocks, tight feet. . Moved with real driving action, dead level topline and tail carriage, well handled. 

2/T. BLUE VELVET

3/ Dymond’s OAKLIN EARLY DAWN.

JB (5A) 1/ Skudder’s BELLMOSS CHAR LADY Pale coated bitch, well off for bone, feminine head with dark eye and good pigment.  Nice layback of shoulders, tight cat like feet, strong deep hindquarters and second thigh, short hocks. Very sound mover, good tail set, well shown in hard condition, sympathetic handler. Understand that this win gave her the last point for her JW. Well done. 

2/ Smallcombe’s  ROBSCRAIG JEWEL IN THE CROWN Darker coated feminine bitch with dark eye, just right for bone, straight front and  well sprung ribs, good rear angulation and short hocks, tight feet, very happy showgirl with her waggy tail, well shown.

3/ Buckle’s DICKANBRIDGE LUCKY CHARM

YB 15 (5a) Two lovely bitches very different in type, close decision between them.

1/ Porter’s SHEARSTONE DOUBLE DELIGHT, darker coated bitch, super feminine head and expression, very well made, straight front and good length of neck, deep forechest, good layback of shoulder and spring of rib well angulated back end, waggy tail, short driving hocks carried her tail level with her excellent topline, which she kept on the move, should have a very bright future.

2/ Watchorn’s STRALAND SMOOTH SARSAPARILLA. much bigger girl lovely feminine head, very pretty.  Deep chested with good bone, well angulated shoulders, clean neck, and good forechest, short coupled, another with an excellent top line and tail set, very attractive.3/ Cole’s ROOKSBURY SPIRIT OF ASHLYN.

MB (13 9a) 1/ Robscraig JEWEL IN THE CROWN 2/ DICKANBRIDGE LUCKY CHARM nice feminine head with gentle expression, dark eye and pigment.  Deep chested, straight front, nicely sprung ribs.  Good hindquarters, short on the hocks, moved out well, happy showgirl, nicely handled.

3/ KENLEA SCATTERED DIAMOND
Novice 17(17a) 1/ R. JEWEL IN THE CROWN 

2/ R. SPIRIT OF ASHLYN Feminine head, good pigment and bone, carrying a bit too much weight today, good layback of shoulders and spring of rib, short coupled, well angulated stifle joint, moved out well, short on the hock, good tail set

3/ K SCATTERED DIAMOND

UGB 14(6a) 1/ Russell’s ROSINANTE MUSTIQUE Blonde bitch of substance, lovely head, straight front, good feet, well 

angulated shoulders, short in loin with deep hindquarters and second thigh, waggy tail, short hocks with good topline took a while to settle

2/ Mullett’s POUNDMEADOW STAR DUST Pretty bitch giving handler a hard time, much more settled in this class but in the earlier classes she threw her chances away. Lovely head, good pigment, deep chested  with good spring of rib, nicely angulated fore and aft, short hocks. Will have a bright future if  her handler puts in the time with her, she is certainly worth persevering with. 

3/ Thompson’s AMBERGOLD ALICIA IN GOLDENWHEAT

GB 12(6A) 1/Ennis-Whelan’s RAMCHAINE ESSENTIAL Pale coated elegant bitch, very neat.  Good eye shape and colour, dark pigment.  Straight front, deep forechest, short-coupled, nicely ribbed, super back end, moved out really well with correct tailset and carriage, liked her a lot. 

2/ Russell’s ROSINANTE CHANTILLY LACE another lovely bitch from this kennel, nice head with lovely soft expression, good clean length of neck and shoulder placement, straight front, good spring of rib, rich gold coat making a lovely balanced picture and outline, nice type just lost out to winner today because of her more positive front movement. 

3/George’s LARSEONA LADY IN WAITING

PGB. 15 (8A) 1/ Hennessy’s RITZILYN DYNAH MITE Well up to size, lovely feminine head with dark eye and gentle expression.  Deep chested excels in shoulder placement, lovely flow through the neck.  Short coupled with good depth of body.  Good hindquarters, happy showgirl, very attentive to handler.  Lovely head carriage.  Correct movement with real drive gave her this class and BB.

2/ Pett’s RUMWOOD REISLING Close decision between these two girls, lovely head, feminine with good pigment, straight front, good angles, cream colour, very elegant shape, deep stifles and second thigh.  A really feminine bitch with a very waggy tail enjoying her day out just beaten  by the winner’s absolute true movement.  A pleasure to go over RBB 

3/ Watchorn’s STRALAND SWEET PARISIAN
OB.14 (7a) 1/ Tuck and Armitage’s TAMSBROOK TO HOLD A DREAM. Beautiful gleaming  cream coat. Just loved this bitch, very pretty head with a lovely eye giving such a soft gentle expression. Deep chested with straight front, well laid shoulder, good topline kept on move deep stifles and second thigh, short hocks. Well handled happy showgirl. Very close decision for BB just felt my others moved out better at the end of a very long day 

2/ Russell’s ROSINANTE CHELSEA GIRL JW. Another really feminine and soft expression, dark eye and good pigment, good layback of shoulders good angulation fore and aft, well balanced, not in her best coat today but another very nicely made bitch who moves out with lots of drive.

3/Robinson’s DAVERN MIGNONETTE WITH VERDAYNE

SOB (6) 1/ Pounds-Longhurst’s MOSSBURN MYNT SAUCE JW Pretty feminine bitch – not a big one but very well 

made.  Good shoulders, well ribbed, short coupled, nice back end, short hocks nothing overdone, enjoying her day out in 

good hard condition - not in the best of coats today but deserving her place. Lovely type. 

2/ Gayler’s CAROLAKE FANCY THAT Nice head, feminine, straight front, good layback of shoulder, well sprung ribs, short coupled, well angulated hindquarters, short hocks, moved out well, in good hard condition.
